Park Diamond Improvements, etc. 

All players are encouraged to participate.  If a player chooses not 

to collect funds they can participate in the $25.00 buyout at 

registration.  A donation of $25.00 or more earns a player 2 

tickets to the June 12th, Saturday night, Peoria Chief’s game.  The 

top five money collectors will earn prizes including a gift certificate 

to Read’s Sporting Goods, MC Sports, video games or other gift 

cards.
